What to do in the Southern Forests
Bushwalking, camping, fishing, canoeing, boating, beachcombing, 
swimming, sight seeing, tree climbing, four-wheel driving, scenic 
driving and much more.

Best time to visit
All year round, but it can get a bit wet in winter. Generally, you 
can pick and choose the camp site that suits you best, but some 
campgrounds fill up quickly on long weekends and school holidays.

Fees
Entry fees apply in national parks. 
Camping fees apply at most sites. These fees contribute to the 
provision and maintenance of recreation facilities and visitor 
services throughout the parks.
