Spot the western grey kangaroo

Yanchep National Park is home to western grey kangaroos
(Macropus fuliginosus), which can be seen in abundance early and
late in the day.

Visit the koalas (D6)

Stroll along the 240m koala boardwalk to view one of Australia’s
favourite native animals in a natural environment. Meet park
staff on the boardwalk at 3.15pm daily for a 15-minute koala talk
(subject to guide availability).

Enjoy the amazing birdlife

Yanchep National Park is alive with many species of wetland and
bushland birds. Check with McNess Visitor Centre for a list of birds
you are likely to see while enjoying the scenery.

Flora

The park is home to a diverse range of flora including paperbark,
banksia, tuart, jarrah and sheoak. From August to October, the park
comes to life with a stunning array of colourful wildflowers such

as kangaroo paw, Yanchep rose, wattles and native orchids. Check
with McNess Visitor Centre for the best seasonal viewing spots.



Walk trails

The park has nine walk trails ranging from 500m to 52km. Each
trail has been selected to showcase the unique biodiversity of the
northern Swan Coastal Plain.

McNess, one of Perth’s most important coastal wetlands. Take
in the natural sights and sounds that surround you and see the
yanget (bullrush) used by local Noongar people for food.

WOODLANDS WALK TRAIL

Class 2 - Easy

Length: 2.6km Time: Thr return
Start/finish: McNess House Visitor Centre

Despite the sandy soils, these coastal woodlands support a
diverse range of trees including banksia, tuart, marri, stunted
jarrah, sheoak and small pockets of paperbark. During spring,
many native flora species including kangaroo paws and
catspaws are in flower.

CAVES WALK TRAIL °
Class 3 - Moderate ﬁ
Length: 4.5km return Time: 2hr return ’Ea:ss/

Start/finish: McNess House Visitor Centre

This trail takes you past Crystal Cave where you can discover
how limestone caves are formed and hear about their colourful
history on a guided tour. Tours can be booked at the McNess
House Visitor Centre before you start your walk.
